(April, 2006) The highlight of the Spring Auction was shared by several important collections, each with items
that far exceeded expectations: With a very strong showing and multiple far above estimate surprises, The
Ongert South Bend Collection had a substantial positive impact on this record auction. Also bringing strong
prices that will have a lasting positive influence on tackle collecting in this category was the Linton/Patterson
Heddon Flyrod Bait Collection. For the first time, flyrod size lures set major records. Not only was the top auction
lot in this category, but the tiny baits were pursued aggressively by many new and established bidders alike.
Adding to these were two diverse collections with substantial numbers of rare and desirable lures: The James
Abel Collection and the Dr. Jerry Wible Collection. The Sam Husselman Heddon Lure Collection was well
received by record numbers of online bidders vying for plastic Heddon lures. With all lots, condition and rarity
were certainly the keys to soaring prices as the top lures in multiple categories set records. Exceptional Reels,
Rods, Fish Decoys, a collection of Early Sporting, Bobbers, Creels, Flies, Original Art & Company Advertising all
added to the record setting final results.

Sporting: A unusual collection of desirable Early Sporting was lead by a Jockey on Horse Bronze $6,655.00, followed by
a Regatta Racing Signal Cannon $3,630.00, and a great pair of Early Rowing Trophies made from the bow & stern of the
racing scull boat in 1927, they realized $962.50. Lots with Ed Bradden items did well; Bait Casting Medals ($1,130.00),
Ribbons & Photos Group ($1,100.00) Casting Medals & Pins ($632.50), etc.

Art, Advertising & Misc.: The top art lot was a small but important original pen & ink by Lynn Bogue Hunt of Dolphins
which realized $7,040.00, followed closely by a wonderful Trade Sign painted in oil by Lotti Tuttle for the Tuttle Devil Bug
Co. in 1919 realizing $6,930.00. The popularity of items from this little Old Forge, New York company follows a multi-
auction trend of increasing prices.
