Lang's Spring 2007 Auction Sets A $1.7 Million World Record

Extremely Strong Prices for Top American Tackle in Another Million Dollar Plus
Lang's Auction held in Boxborough, Mass. on April 19, 20 & 21, 2007

(April, 2007) - The trend towards the strongest prices paid for the rarest examples in outstanding condition
continues in every category and at every price level. Two powerhouse collections were the highlights of the
Spring 2007 Auction: The Dr. John Romero Heddon Collection started the cataloged auction and included an
amazing array of rare lures, lure boxes and Heddon advertising, bringing world wide attention to American lure
collecting. Starting the second session, The Kerry Chatham Collection, also creating world wide attention, for the
most important gathering of the rarest American reels to ever come to auction. The prices for the remarkable
early fly reels in this collection soared with the scarcest casting reels following closely. The first major auction
offering of contemporary salmon flies, the Martin Boucher Collection, included thousands of outstanding
examples by the world's most renowned tiers and enticed collectors and fisherman from several countries. While
not entirely fishing related and out of Lang's usual area of expertise, a collection of original Zane Grey items was
the talk of the auction and certainly stole the show when prices climbed into the thousands of dollars for many of
the lots, resulting in world records for hand written notes, photos, letters, signatures, Indian Artifacts, books, etc.
Rods, Original Art, Books, Advertising, Fish Decoys, Creels and Great Lures in every price range and category,
all added to the record breaking total.

Reels: The Kerry Chatham Reel Collection saw strong prices throughout for quality and condition, especially in the very
desirable small fly reel category. Included in this historic collection were four marbleized side reels, with the top lot of this
category and of the auction being an extremely rare salmon size Philbrook & Paine that realized a record $29,120.00. The
three other marbleized reels followed: marked H.L. Leonard ($19,040.00), marbleized Philbrook & Paine 3" ($17,920.00)
and a tiny marbleized Philbrook & Paine 1 7/8" Fly Reel ($14,000.00). An outstanding Julius Vom Hofe Perforated Trout
Reel flew to $21,280.00, setting a record for this maker's reel without the box. Other top reels from this wonderful
